Quick start guide for branding your ANGEL domain.

1.) Log into ANGEL, go to Administrator Console. The bulk of your site branding can be done through pages contained in the Domain Settings nugget.
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2.) Click the Domain Theme link. ANGEL has a list of available themes that you can preview by selecting them in the dropdown. You may use one of these pre-built themes or further customize a theme by clicking the Edit button.
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3.) Tip: Enter a new, unique Theme Name to more easily keep track of your different themes. Click the Advanced radio button to see more theme options. 
Click through the different tabs, making any changes you like. Click the Preview button to see how your theme will look in a browser. Save your theme.
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4.) Go to the Administrator Console, click the “your domain” Configuration link.

5.)  IMPORTANT: Do NOT edit the Level 1 (Campus) or Level 2 (School) settings on the Institution tab. These settings ensure that your courses and accounts are bound to your domain.
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	6.) Click on the Display tab to enter your Title info, along with a Site Header and Site Footer if you wish.
