The goal of this project is to create an online directory of learning centers that are already available for public use.  These centers throughout the state will include colleges, high schools, libraries, workforce one-stops and other community organizations that are likely to also expand access to under-served populations and persons without access to computer connections.

Criteria:

· Center must be free or available at low cost to users

· Center must allow students to spend a significant amount of time at a workstation, working on their online class (at least 60 minutes a session)

· Center must have workstations available that meet WashingtonOnline Virtual Campus minimum technology requirements:

Pentium level PC or Mac equivalent with Windows 3.1, 95, or higher, or Mac OS 7.5 or higher with at least 8 megs of RAM; 28.8 modem or higher; CD-ROM drive with a sound card; 3.5 high density floppy drive; Microsoft Internet Explorer 5.1 or higher or Netscape 4.78; Word processing software compatible with Word 95 or higher (must be able to "Save As" a Word 95 document)
· Center is open to the general public 

· Center has workstations with adaptive technologies*

· Center has workstations with specialized software/hardware*

· Center has childcare available*

· Center is accessible via public transportation*

· Staff available to proctor tests/assessments*

· Center has basic computer-use classes available*
